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CARERS ONE-OFF GRANT SCHEME   
2018-19
As part of its prevention programme Adults’ Services has made available a ‘one-off’ grant payment scheme’ to support carers in their caring role. 
Examples of how the one-off grant can be used include:

· A contribution toward the cost of a short-break 

· Purchase of a mobile phone to stay in touch with home

· Purchase of domestic equipment e.g. a washing machine or noise monitor

· Support with transport costs to enable a carer to attend appointments
· A contribution toward the cost of carer related course e.g. a lifting and handling course
· Purchase of an educational training course to support the carers own personal goals 
To ensure flexibility, carers’ can also add their own funds to the grant to purchase a more expensive service or goods i.e. the one-off grant can contribute to part of the cost of a holiday or weekend break with the carer topping up the remaining cost from their personal monies.

GRANT AVAILABLE
The maximum one-off grant available for 2018-19 is £150.00
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
To be eligible for a one-off grant payment, carers’ must:

· Be resident in the London Borough of Ealing; and 

· Provide ‘substantial’ care * and support to a cared for person aged 18 or over; and 

· Have either declined a carers assessment or been assessed as non-eligible for support from Ealing Council
* Substantial care is defined as the carer providing support for an ‘adult in need’ that either reduces or delays the need for formal support services provided through the Council; and where the carer provides direct care and support (such as personal care) to the cared for person at least 2-3 times per week.

Important – the one-off grant is for preventative purposes only and is not available as part of a carers personal budget or support plan following a completion of a carers assessment

VALIDATING APPLICATIONS
If the carer or the person being cared for is known to Adults Services then there is NO need 
to validate the applicants caring role.

For applications where neither the carer nor the ‘cared for person’ are known to Adults Services –  then the additional validation of the applicant’s caring role needs to be undertaken by the 

supporting Council Officer or Carers Worker.
For validation purposes any one of the following items can be used as evidence of a person’s caring role:

· Evidence of a disability related benefit being received by the ‘care for person’ e.g. PIP; Severe Disablement Allowance; Disabled Students Allowance
· Evidence of the carer receiving a carers related Benefit or Allowance
· Evidence of carers Council Tax discount or exemption received from Ealing Council
· Evidence of the carers being in receipt of an Ealing Carers Emergency Card
ACCESSING THE GRANT
Carers can request a grant from the following:
· The carers Social Worker or Care Co-ordinator

· The ‘cared for persons’ Social Worker or Care Co-ordinator

· An authorised Carers Worker e.g. the Mental Health Carers Worker
· Ealing Carers Centre

2. The carer cannot use the one-off grant to purchase items that are unlawful or illegal

3. Ealing Council does NOT accept responsibility for any dispute that may arise between the carer and their nominated service or goods supplier.
4. The carer cannot employ a partner (either married or unmarried) or a close relative with the one-off grant. A close relative is defined as a parent, parent in law, aunt, uncle, grandparent, grandchild, son, daughter, son-in-law, daughter-in-law, step son or daughter, brother, sister or spouse or partner of any of these living in the same household.
5. Carer’s have recourse to Ealing Council’s complaints’ procedures at any time should they be unhappy with any aspect of the carers one-off grant payment process.

1. Funding Officers will arrange for Frameworki ID number to be created if carer is not known

2. Social Worker, Care Co-ordinators, Carers Worker will validate that the carer meets the 
eligibility criteria

3. Funding Officer Team will issue the payment

5. The team will keep a record of spend and activity
6. The team will issue an Ealing Carers Emergency Card where the carer does not have one
