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Pupil Attainment Outcomes in Ealing 2011- Provisional
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Early Years Foundation Stage Profile (EYFSP)
Provisionally in 2011, 59.5% of pupils in Ealing achieved 6 or more points in each of the Personal, Social and Emotional Development and Communication, Language and Literacy scales.  This surpasses our target by 5% points and represents a 6% point increase from the Ealing 2010 figure.  It is also now 4% points above the 2010 national average. In 2011, the average performance in the Foundation Stage was 86 points (out of 117), 1 point above our 2010 figure but 1 points below the 2010 national figure.
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Key Stage 1
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Provisionally in 2011, 85% of pupils achieved the nationally expected Level 2 or above in reading at the end of KS1; a 2% point increase since 2010 and now in line with the 2010 national and statistical neighbour averages.  Reading Level 2B+ has increased by 4% points and Level 3 by 3% points since 2010.

79% of pupils achieved Level 2 or above in writing, an improvement of 2% point from 2010, although this remains 2% points below the 2010 National and statistical neighbour averages.  Writing Level 2B or above has increased by 5% points and Level 3 by 4% points since 2010.

89% of pupils achieved Level 2 or above in maths, a 2% increase from 2010 and in line with the 2010 national and statistical neighbours averages.  The proportion achieving Level 2B+ or above has increased by 3%, while the proportion achieving Level 3 increased by 1% point since 2010.

The number of schools below the 70% floor target has dropped to 1 in maths but increased from 4 to 5 in reading.
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Key Stage 2 (provisional) 
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Provisionally in 2011, 75% of pupils in Ealing achieved Level 4 or above in English and maths compared to 74% nationally.  This is a 1% point increase on our 2010 result.

82% of pupils achieved the nationally expected Level 4 or above in Key Stage 2 English tests.  This is a 1% point increase from our 2010 result, in line with our statistical neighbours (2010) and 1% point above the 2011 national average.
81% of pupils achieved Level 4 or above in maths in 2011, a 2% point increase since 2010.  This is 1% point above the 2011 national average and 1% point above our statistical neighbours (2010).

The proportion achieving Level 5 in English fell back to 28% (from 34%), 1% point below the national average (which also fell), while the proportion achieving Level 5 in maths increased by 2% point to 38%, 3% points above the national average.

We have one school below the floor target in 2011 (based on the 2010 criteria
), compared to 4 schools in 2010.
Provisionally, 89% of pupils made two levels progress in English and 87% made two levels progress in maths.  This is down 1% point in each subject since 2010 (although this is due to a change in the methodology; our results would have remained stable using the previous methodology).

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Provisionally in 2011, 76% of pupils were assessed as having reached the nationally expected Level 5 or above in English teacher assessments at Key Stage 3; a 1% point increase on our 2010 result but 6% points below the national average and 3% points below the 2010 statistical neighbour average.
75% of pupils reached level 5 or above in maths, a 3% point fall since 2010 and now 6% points below the national average and 5% points below the 2010 statistical neighbour average.
76% of pupils reached level 5 or above in science, a 2% point improvement on our 2010 result, but still 7% points below the national average and 2% points below our statistical neighbours 2010 average.

67% of pupils in Ealing were at Level 5 or above in both English and maths; 2% points below our 2010 result.
Key Stage 4 (provisional)

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In 2011, provisionally, 57.3% of students achieved 5A*-C including English and maths
, which represents a small drop of just over 1% point improvement since 2010, although remains 2% points above the 2010 national average.  Half the borough’s schools improved their results in this measure between 2010 and 2011.
75.1% of students achieved 5A*-C, which is a 2% point drop since 2010 and is now 1% point below the 2010 national average.
18.2% of students achieved the English Baccalaureate
, 1% point above our 2010 result.

96.2% of students achieved 5 passes at A*-G, while 99.2% achieved any passes.
We have no schools below the government floor target of 35% 5A*-C inc. English and maths.
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Key Stage 5 (provisional)

We have not yet been able to calculate the average point score per student or per entry for 2011, as we have not received provisional results from all schools.  However we expect our results to have fallen slightly in terms of points per entry and remained broadly stable in terms of results per student, based on the results we have received so far.

Of the 9 schools who have submitted information
, 82% of pupils achieved 3 or more A Levels at A*E or equivalent, 95% achieved at least 2 (ie. achieved Level 3) and 99% achieved at least one level 3 qualification.



















































� In 2010 17 schools boycotted the KS2 SATS, hence 2011 Ealing averages should not be directly compared to previous years results without caution. 





� 97 recent arrivals across 36 schools have been removed from these provisional results but these have not yet have been taken out of the DfE's provisional results for Ealing.





� 2011 provisional Ealing average figures exclude Brentside primary as we do not yet have provisional results for their pupils.





� The KS2 floor target threshold is below 60% Level 4+ in English and maths and less than national median progress in English (87%) and maths (86%).


� 2007 – 2008 results are based on test results.  Key Stage 3 tests were discontinued following the 2008 tests so 2009 - 2011 results are based on teacher assessments.





� Key stage 3 teacher assessment levels are reported in the year the pupils complete the key stage 3 programme of study.   2011 results include only year 8 students at Cardinal Wiseman and both year 8 and 9 students at Villiers, so are not directly comparable with previous years.


� We are unable to calculate KS2-4 progress measures until we receive the pupil level GCSE and equivalent qualifications data in late September





� 2011 provisional GCSE results factor in the 2010 figure for West London Academy so could be higher if they have seen an improvement this year.





� English, maths, two sciences, a language and history/geography at grade C or better





� We do not yet have data for these measures from Drayton Manor, Northolt or WLA
