Notes to assist applicants for minor variations

When completing the notice overleaf:

In the title delete either ‘Premises Licence’ or ‘Club Premises Certificate’ as appropriate.

(A) Enter the name of the Premises Licence Holder or Club

(B) Enter the name of the premises or club

(C) Enter the address of the premises or club

(D) Give an accurate and full summary of the minor variations proposed

(E) Date inserted must be ten clear working days after the submission of the application

The application should be signed by the Premises Licence Holder or representative.

If signed by a representative then please state in what capacity (e.g. Solicitor, Agent etc)

Display of Notice:


The completed notice must be printed on white paper A4 size.


The notice must be placed in a prominent position on the premises where it can be easily seen and read by passing members of the public (e.g. at eye level in a window or door)


Ensure that the poster positioned so that it is not obscured by features such as security shutters.


If the poster needs to be located externally it would be wise to use some form of weather protection such as lamination, and to frequently check that it has not been damaged or removed. 


If damaged or removed it must be replaced at the first opportunity.


Minor variation applications do not need to be advertised in the newspaper.
