· The supplying agency retains ownership of their information within the hub, this means they remain the Data Controller for the purposes of the Data Protection Act 1998.   The data is only released if the agency/professional is satisfied that there is a necessary proportionate reason to do so, and that they have the authority to do so within existing legislation and having regard to any agency specific guidance.  Once released to the appropriate agency for action that agency becomes the Data Controller and is responsible for the safeguarding of the data under the Data Protection Act 1998.  All members of this hub are registered as ‘Data Controllers’ under the Act.
